How Long We Keep
Your Information For

We only keep your information for
as long as we need to or for as long as

the law requires us to. Most of the
information we have about you will

be in your pupil file. We usually keep
these until your 25th birthday unless you
move to another school in which case,
we send your file to your new school
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To limit what we do with
your information
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To correct information we
hold about you, if you
think it is wrong

Your Rights
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To delete information,
we hold about you
(unless the law does not
allow us to do this)

To request a copy of the
information we keep
about you
